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Bureau of Statistics and Census issues the Consumer Price Index

September 2019
(Base year 2008 = 100)

The Consumer Price Index (CPl) for Sep 2019 decreased by -0.3%
compared to the previous month (Aug 2019).
-6.0% of the annual decline in the Consumer Price Index for the month of

Sep 2019 compared to the same month of 2018.

The Bureau of Statistics and Census issued the Consumer Price Index for the
month of Sep 2019, which amounted to 262.6 points (base year 2008), recording a
decrease of -0.3% compared to the previous month in Aug 2019, and a decrease of

-6.0% compared with the same month of 2018.

When comparing the main components of the Sep 2019 index with the previous
month of Aug 2019 (monthly change), it is clear that there is a decrease in Five

groups, and an increase in Four groups, and a steady figure in Three groups.

The increase was there in Education Group by 0.9%, followed by Health Group by
0.8%, Clothing and Footwear Group by 0.1%, and Housing, Water, Electricity,
Gas and Other Fuels Group by 0.1%.

The decrease was in the Communication Group by -2.0%, followed by Transport
Group by -0.8%, Health Food and Beverage Group by -0.4%, Recreation and
Culture Group by -0.2%, and Miscellaneous Goods and Services Group by -0.1%.

And there was no change in the Tobacco Group, Furniture and Household

Equipment Group, and Restaurant and Hotel Groups.

Given the importance of the Food and Beverage Groups, Housing, Water,
Electricity, Gas and Other fuel types to the Consumer, Table (1) shows the

monthly comparison of the index for Sep 2019 with the previous month Aug, and
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graphs (1) and (2) illustrate the monthly index series from Sep 2018 to Sep 2019

for these two groups.

Compared to Sep 2019 with the same month in 2018 (annual change), a decrease in
the index of -6.0% was found due to the sum of the decline in Nine main groups:
Clothing and Footwear Group by -26.4%, followed by Tobacco Group by -17.2%,
Recreation and Culture Group by -11.9%, Food and Beverages Group by -8.4%,
Communication Group by -6.1% , Transport Group by -4.0%, Furniture and
Household Equipment Group by -2.6%, Restaurants and Hotels by -2.5%, and

Miscellaneous Goods and Services Group by -1.3%.

Annual increases also took place in Three Groups: Education Group by 11.6%,
followed by Housing, Water, Electricity, Gas and Other Fuels Group by 10.7%,
Health Group by 2.3%, table (2) shows the annual comparison of the index for the
month of Sep 2019, Chart (3) shows the monthly and annual comparison of the
index for the same month, and Chart (4) shows the monthly and annual percentage

change for the year from Sep 2018 to Sep 2019.

As for the contribution rate, which is an indicator that reflects the percentage of the
main groups of the basket of goods in the rate of change of the general index, it is
noted that the largest contribution to the annual rate of change in the general index
in Sep 2019 was for the Food and Beverage Group, which contributed 46.6% in the
direction of the rate of the annual change, followed by Clothing and Footwear
Group with 15.4%.

In the opposite direction of CPI annual rate Housing, Water, Electricity, Gas and
Other Fuels Group contributed decreased by -72.3%, Table (2) illustrate the
contribution of each main groups to the annual rate of change for the general index
of Sep 2019.
