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12.4% Increase in the Average Consumer Prices During
March 2026 Compared to March 2025

The Consumer Price Index (CPI) continued its upward
trend during March 2026. The comparison results of
the CPI with March 2025 indicated an increase of
12.4%, reflecting the continued inflationary pressures
on price levels.

An analysis of the index data for the main expenditure
groups shows that the Food and Beverages group made
the largest contribution to the recorded increase in the
overall CPI, due to its relative weight of 40.39% of the
total index basket, recording an increase of 16.9%.

The Housing, Water, Electricity, Gas, and Other Fuels
group ranked second in terms of relative importance,
representing 24.09% of the total CPl weight, and
recorded an increase of 7.1%.

The Clothing and Footwear group recorded the highest
rate of increase among all groups at 20.7%. The
Furniture and Household Equipment group also rose by
13.6%, while the Other Goods and Services group
increased by 10.8%.

Meanwhile, the Health, Restaurants and Hotels, and
Transport groups recorded increases of 9.9%, 9.4%, and
9.2%, respectively.

The Tobacco group recorded an increase of 7.6%, while
both the Recreation and Culture group and the
Communications group rose by 4.9% and 4.3%,
respectively.

As for the Education group, it experienced relative
stability, recording a moderate increase of 1.9%, which
limited its contribution to the overall change in the
index.

In general, the increase in the overall Consumer Price
Index during the mentioned period is attributed to the
price increases recorded in groups with relatively high
weights, most notably food, housing, clothing and
footwear, furniture, and household equipment.
